Try These New Online Databases for  
Homework Assignments!
Instead of Googling try one of the library’s informative online databases for your research 
needs.  All of these databases are accessed by clicking on Online Databases located on the 
Wauconda Area Library home page, www.wauclib.org!  You can use these databases from 
your computer at home or during a visit to the library.

CultureGrams covers up-to-date information about the peoples, history, customs and 
lifestyles of over 190 countries of the world. This information is aimed at students from 
primary grades through high school.  More than just facts and figures, there are special 
insider viewpoints as well as reports for the states of the U.S., a glossary of cultural terms, 
photos, recipes and biographies of famous people. 

SIRS Discoverer includes full-text articles from over 1600 newspapers, magazines and 
government documents all aimed at primary and middle school students.  The articles are 
located in fifteen categories including animals, arts, environment, health, history, sports 
and technology.

BrainPOP en Español! This K-8 database includes animated comic strips, experiments, 
interactive quizzes and more.  Subjects covered are math, science, history, geography, 
English, technology and health.  This database has the same information as BrainPOP.

Free income tax assistance is available to seniors 55 and older on Tuesdays  
and Wednesdays from Feb. 6-April 12, 2007.  Appointment scheduling starts at 9:00 
a.m.  Appointments must be made at the Adult Services Reference Desk in person or 
by calling 847-526-6225 x203.  You must bring the following items with you:  a copy 
of last year’s tax return, 1099 forms, W-2 forms, estimated tax payments and property 
taxes paid.  If you are filing jointly both parties need to attend the appointment 
together.
